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Saint Petersburg a federal subject (a federal city) of Russia located on the Neva River at the head of the Gulf of Finland on the Baltic Sea. In 1914 the name of the city was changed to Petrograd, in 1924 to Leningrad  and in 1991 back to Saint Petersburg.

In Russian literature and informal documents the "Saint"  is usually omitted, leaving Petersburg. In common parlance Russians may drop "-burg"  as well, leaving only Peter , pronounced as "Piter".

Saint Petersburg was founded by Tsar Peter the Great on 27 May 1703. From 1713 to 1728 and from 1732 to 1918, Saint Petersburg was the Imperial capital of Russia. In 1918 the central government bodies moved from Saint Petersburg (then named Petrograd) to Moscow. It is Russia's second largest city after Moscow with almost 4.9 million inhabitants. port on the Baltic SeaSaint Petersburg is a major European cultural center, and also an important Russian .

Saint Petersburg is often described as the most Western (and most beautiful) city of Russia.Historic Centre of Saint Petersburg and Related Groups of Monuments Among cities of the world with over one million people, Saint Petersburg is the northernmost. The  constitute a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Saint Petersburg is also home to The Hermitage, the largest art museum in the world.  A large number of foreign consulates, international corporations, banks and other businesses are located in Saint Petersburg.

In the event if in the participant country exists national offices of the Confederation, the membership of foreign delegations must be consistent with it.

· To participate in the Olympics, are allowed only those athletes who have the necessary level of athletic training and medical admission (for residents of the Russian Federation issued only by specialized medical institutions) and insurance. In case of the absence of an insurance policy, it can be issued during the passing of the Credentials Committee.
· Each participant must sign a personal liability waiver to the organizers in case of injury. The participants, whose age at the beginning of the Olympics has not reached the age of 18, must submit the document to the Credentials Committee of consent to their participation in the competition filled by their parents.
